His predecessor Sepp Blatter held on to power for 17 years by appealing to regions outside the game’s
established power bases, and the Italian is using similar tactics.

Originally, Infantino envisaged a playoff round with the 16 winners going through to the main group stage and the
losers going home after just one match.

But after a tweak to the plan FIFA now favors 16 groups of three teams, with the top two progressing to a last-32
knockout stage.

Since 1998, when the World Cup expanded to accommodate 32 teams, the format has stayed the same.

There are eight groups of four teams, who all play each other once, with the top two progressing to the last 16.

The last tournament, held in Brazil in 2014 and won by Germany, lasted just over a month. Any expanded
tournament would mean more matches and almost certainly take longer.
