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According to Chinese mythology[l the earth once had 10 suns circling over itlJ One
dayld all 10 suns appeared together(d scorching the earth with their heat] The earth was
saved when a strong archerld Hou Yill succeeded in shooting down 9 of the sunsJ Yi
stole the elixir of life to save the people from his tyrannical rulel] but his wifed Chang-
E drank it Thus started the legend of the lady in the moon to whom young Chinese
girls would pray at the Mid-Autumn Festivalll
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In the 14th century the eating of mooncakes at "Zhong Qiu Jie" was given a new
significanced The story goes that when Zhu Yuan Zhang was plotting to overthrow the
Yuan Dynasty started by the MongoliansJ the rebels hid their messages in the Mid-
Autumn mooncakesl] Zhong Qiu Jie is hence also a memoration of the overthrow of the
Mongolians by the Han peoplel
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During the Yuan Dynasty (AL DO 1206-1368) China was ruled by the Mongolian
peoplel] Leaders from the preceding Sung Dynasty (A DO 960-1279) were unhappy at
submitting to foreign ruled] and set how to coordinate the rebellion without it being
discovered The leaders of the rebellion] knowing that the Moon Festival was drawing
near(J ordered the making of special cakes[] Packed into each mooncake was a message
with the outline of the attack[d On the night of the Moon Festivalll the rebels
successfully attacked and overthrew the governmentd What followed was the
establishment of the Ming Dynasty (AL DO 1368-1644) Today[d moon cakes are eaten
to memorate this event[d
