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Recently, a post claiming that "English is officially excluded from the college and high
school entrance exams" has been circulating online. In response, the Beijing Education
Committee stated that the reform plan for the college and high school entrance exams in
Beijing has not been officially issued, and the overall reform plan by the Ministry of
Education is also pending. Nevertheless, the debate over the proper emphasis of English
in national education has sparked hot discussions among netizens.

In my opinion, English should continue to be a significant part of national education. As
the global lingua franca, English plays a vital role in international communication,
research, and business. Proficiency in English enables students to access a wealth of
global information and resources, fostering their understanding of the world and
enhancing their personal development.

However, it is also important to strike a balance between English education and the
preservation of local languages and cultures. English should not overshadow other
subjects or local languages.
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
