Christchurch police issued an image of Samuel Evan Lake on their Facebook page at about 10pm on Saturday
night in an effort to help find and arrest him.

However, a cat-and-mouse line of dialogue between police and Mr Lake himself, who began to tease the officers,
soon formed below the post.

'Samuel Evan Lake has a warrant for his arrest. LAKE is 23 years of age, 171cm tall and of thin build. "Fate" is
tattooed on his neck,' the police social media post read.

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Instantly, Mr Lake himself responded to the post which included an image of his face.

'I need to get a new mug shot,' the 23-year-old wrote in a comment that has since been liked over 3,000 times and
had over 186 replies.

Christchurch police responded to his comment with their own jibe, writing: 'come see us and will arrange at no
cost.'

Their response has since gained almost 6,000 likes.
